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Article I
Description and Purpose

Section One. Name. This Organization shall be known as the 20th Province of Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia Fraternity of America Inc. (hereafter referred to as Province 20). 

            Section Two. Constitution Authority. The Province 20 Bylaws are organized in accordance with Article VIII, Section One and Two of the Phi Mu Alpha National Constitution.

            Section Three. Governing Document. Province 20 activities including but not limited to the Province 20 Workshop and Province 20 Council, shall function in accordance with the National Constitution and Province 20 Bylaws.

            Section Four. Purpose. The purpose of Province 20 is to organize and concern itself with activities, issues, and decisions dedicated to the welfare of North Carolina, membership education, chapter development, chapter interaction, and the pursuit of fraternity goals. 

 

Article II
Membership
            Section One. Chapters, Alumni Associations and Colonies. Any collegiate chapter, colony or Alumni Association, including its members, which is located within the North Carolina State line, shall be a member of Province 20.

            Section Two. Individuals. Any man of Sinfonia in good standing that is excluded from the above clause and claims domicile in North Carolina shall be a member of Province 20. Although not required, He may participate in all activities of Province 20. 

 
Article III
Officers
            Section One. Officers. The officers of Province 20 shall be Province Governor, Deputy Province Governor, Collegiate Province Representative, Assistant Collegiate Province Representative, and the Province Alumni Coordinator.

            Section Two. Duties.

A) Province Governor (PG) - The duties of the Province 20 Governor shall include but not be limited to those listed in Article IX, Section Four of the National Constitution, and serve as the Province 20 Treasurer. 

B) Deputy Province Governor (DPG) - The duties of the Deputy Province 20 Governor shall include but not be limited to those listed in Article IX, Section Seven of the National Constitution and any such duties delegated to him by the Province Governor.

C) Collegiate Province Representative (CPR) - The duties of the Province 20 CPR shall include but not be limited to those listed in Article X, Section Three of the National Constitution, serve as Province Workshop Coordinator, and serve as chair to Province 20 Council. 

D) Assistant Collegiate Province Representative (ACPR) - The duties of the Province 20 ACPR shall include but not be limited to those listed in Article X, Section Three of the National Constitution, and serve as Secretary of Province 20 Council.

E) Province Alumni Coordinator (PAC) - The Province Governor shall appoint the PAC. He shall serve a three-year term beginning at the national triennium meeting. The duties of the PAC shall include but not be limited to a) overseeing all province alumni activities; b) maintain province alumni records; and c) promotion of area alumni associations.

                        

Article IV
Province 20 Council
            Section One. Creation. Province 20 shall create an advisory council called Province 20 Council that shall concern itself with the activities and decisions dedicated to the welfare of the province, membership education, chapter interaction, and the pursuit of fraternity goals in North Carolina.

            Section Two. Authority. The Province 20 Bylaws shall acknowledge all legislation brought forth from the Province 20 Council concerning the welfare of the Province 20. 

 

Article V
Workshop
            Section One. Purpose. The purpose of the Province 20 Workshop shall include but not be limited to: orientation for chapter officers; cooperative province projects; discussion of matters of national, provincial, and local concern; interaction and communication between chapters; consideration of such other matters as may be directed by the national fraternity; election of CPR and ACPR; and to decide upon provincial legislation.

            Section Two. Frequency. The Province workshop should be held annually in the spring at a date and location presented by the Province 20 Council and approved by the Province Governor. 

            Section Three. Attendance. All chapters, alumni associations, and colonies in Phase II of Province 20 shall send at least one representative to Province Workshop.

            Section Four. Conduct of Affairs

A) Conduct of Affairs. Conduct of Affairs at Province Workshop shall be based upon brotherly courtesy. However, any brother may call for the use of Robert's Rules of Order and immediately a vote will be taken. If one third of the brothers pass such a motion in the affirmative, Robert's Rules of Order shall be used for the remainder for the said discussion.

B) Quorum. Quorum shall consist of a simple majority of chapters, alumni associations and colonies in good standing in Province 20. No official business may take place without quorum.

C) Delegates. No chapters, alumni associations or colonies in Phase II shall have no more than five official voting delegates to the Province 20 Workshop.

D) Voting. Each Delegate at Province 20 Workshop shall have one vote.  No Proxy votes will be allowed. The CPR shall only vote in the case of ties. The Province Governor, Deputy Province Governor, ACPR and PAC shall not have a vote.

E) Nominations. For a member of Province 20 to receive a nomination for the offices of CPR or ACPR he must be a brother in good standing that has served as a chapter officer for at least one year. He must be in attendance at the workshop.

F) Colony Voting. There are certain issues on which colony delegates shall not have a vote. These shall include, but not be limited to, discussions which contain materials that are confidential to brothers. The Province Governor shall make the decision to revoke a colony's right to representation in such issues.

G) Alumni Association Voting.  There are certain issues on which alumni association delegates shall not have a vote.  These shall include, but not be limited to, election of collegiate province representative and assistant collegiate province representative.  The Province Governor shall make the decision to revoke alumni association’s right to representation.
            Section Five. Elections. It shall be the duty of the delegates to elect a CPR and ACPR. The terms of the Respective officers shall be for one year beginning on September 1.

            Section Six. Legislation. The delegates to the Province Workshop have the authority to propose, vote upon, and execute legislation at the Province 20 Workshop. 

 

Article VI

Finances
            Section One. Custodianship. The Province Governor, acting as Province 20 Treasurer, shall be the custodian of all Province 20 Funds. He shall establish a checking account for this sole purpose. All Province 20 funds shall be kept in this account. He shall retain the right to delegate this responsibility to another non-collegiate Sinfonian. 

Section Two. Dues. 

A) Province dues are payable every semester. They shall be in the amount of two ($5) dollars per chapter member (including collegiate and probationary members) and one ($2) dollar per colony member in Phase II.

B) Should a probationary member dropout, a collegiate be expelled, or a colony be dissolved the province will not reimburse the chapter for that amount.

            C) Funds shall be used for secretarial expenses incurred by the province and will also be used to help with supplies for province workshop.

D) It shall be the responsibility of each Chapter Treasurer and Phase II Colony Treasurer to submit these funds, as of November 1 and March 1 during their respective semesters, to the Province 20 Treasurer.

            Section Three. Other Fees.  Province 20 delegates may appropriate funds for province functions with a 2/3 majority vote in the affirmative by those present and in good standing. 

            Section Four. Financial Obligation. Any motion that imposes financial obligation on individual chapters or associations shall be approved by unanimous consent of the chapter or alumni association. Unanimous consent is defined as the full majority of voting delegates/PCR from each chapter.

 

Article VII
Chapter Operations
            Section One. Delegates. It shall be the responsibility of all chapters, alumni associations and colonies in Phase II to send at least one delegate to both Province Workshop and Province Council.

            Section Two. Payment of Taxes. It shall be the duty of all chapters, alumni associations and colonies to pay all taxes to the national fraternity and in a timely fashion as prescribed by the National Constitution.

            Section Three. Province Dues and Fees. It shall be the duty of all chapters, alumni associations and colonies in Phase II to pay all province dues and fees in a timely fashion as prescribed in Article VI of the Province 20 Bylaws.

            Section Four. Submission of Reports. It shall be the duty of all chapters and colonies to submit all reports in timely fashion as prescribed by the National Constitution.

 
Article VIII

Amendments
            Section One. Notification. All proposed Amendments to the Province 20 Bylaws shall be published to the chapters, alumni associations, colonies, and Province 20 Officers at least two weeks prior to the next Province 20 meeting.

            Section Two. Submission. Amendments to the Province 20 Bylaws must be in writing upon submission at the meeting.  

            Section Three. Ratification. Amendments to the Province 20 Bylaws shall require a two-thirds majority vote in the affirmative to be ratified.

            Section Four. The Province 20 Bylaws shall be reviewed at each Province 20 Council meeting directly following a National Assembly.
