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Article I

Description and Purpose

Section One. Name. This organization shall be known as the Province 20 Council, hereafter referred to as "the Council."


Section Two. Constitutional Authority. The Council is organized in accordance with Article VIII, Section Two of the National Constitution of Phi Mu Alpha.


Section Three. Governing Document. The Council shall be organized and shall function in accordance with the National Constitution and the Province 20 Council Bylaws.


Section Four. Purpose. The purpose of the Council is to maximize cooperation and communication among collegiate chapters and colonies and assist in the planning of province wide events in North Carolina.

Article II

Organization

Section One. Officers.



A) Council Chairman-The Collegiate Province Representative shall chair all Council meetings, guide the Council’s conduct of affairs, and perform other such duties as needed. 



B) Council Secretary-The Assistant Collegiate Province Representative shall take and prepare all minutes. Copies of the minutes shall be sent to each chapter and colony, Province Governor and national headquarters.



C) Treasurer-The Province Governor, acting as Province 20 Treasurer, shall be the custodian of all Province 20 funds. He shall establish a checking account for this sole purpose. All Province 20 funds shall be kept in this account. He shall retain the right to delegate this responsibility to another non-collegiate Sinfonian. He shall submit a financial report to every chapter and colony once every semester.

D) Province Council Representative. Each collegiate chapter and colony in Phase II will be allowed two PCR's, one of which must be the chapter President or Vice-President. PCR's must be collegiate members or colony members in good standing. Their term of office shall be determined by their respective chapters. It shall be the duty of the PCR's to present to their respective chapter a summary of the activities of the Council.



E) Council Advisor-The Province Governor or his designee shall serve as Council Advisor. He should present a report at each meeting, and shall act as an advisor and mediator during discussions as necessary.


Section Two. Meetings



A) Frequency-The Council shall meet at least twice a year. One meeting shall be at Province 20 Workshop and the other shall be in the fall at the discretion of the Province Governor.



B) Order-The Council shall conduct its meeting in the following order: 1) Opening Ritual 2) Roll Call 3) Reading of Previous minutes 4) Opening Remarks 5) Correspondence and Announcements 6) Old Business 7) New Business 8) Special Presentations 9) Group Discussion 10) For the Good of the order 11) Closing Ritual and Adjournment.



C) Quorum-A quorum for the Council shall consist of a simple majority of collegiate chapters and colonies in attendance, which are in good standing. No Province 20 Council will be in official session withoutquorum.

D) Alumni Participation-Alumni members may attend Council meetings as observers. No alumni participant shall have a vote.

E) A tentative agenda shall be distributed to all Council Officers, chapters and colonies at least two weeks prior to the meeting.

Article III

Duties

Section One. Workshop. It is the duty of the Council to participate in the planning and execution of a Province Workshop once every academic year. This workshop shall be a convocation that shall include but not be limited to: Orientation for chapter officers; cooperative province projects; discussion of matters of national, province, and local concerns; interaction and communication between chapters; and other matters of concern.


Section Two. Correspondence. It shall be the duty of the Council to serve as a liaison between chapters and colonies in the province for the purpose of sharing information in order to coordinate province activities.


Section Three. Legislation. The Council shall vote upon and ratify legislation regarding the affairs of Province 20. It shall dually be responsible for executing the will of the province as established by Council legislation.

Article IV

Voting

Section One. Order. In all matters of voting the Council shall use Roberts Rules of Order and voting procedures of Council Bylaws. 


 Section Two. Quorum. Quorum shall consist of a simple majority of voting members.


Section Three. Voting.



A) Each Council PCR shall receive one vote.



B) The CPR shall only vote in case of a tie.



C) The Province Governor and ACPR shall not have a vote.  



D) No proxy votes shall be allowed.



E) Only delegated PCR's shall vote on business at Council meetings.


Section Four. Colony Voting. There are certain issues on which colony PCR's shall not have a vote. These shall include, but not be limited to discussions, which contain material that is confidential to brothers. The Council Advisor shall make the decision to revoke a colony's right to representation in such issues.

Article V

Finances

Section One. Funds. Funds shall be used for secretarial expenses incurred by the Council and will also be used to help with supplies for Province 20 Workshop.


Section Two. Allocation The Council may appropriate funds for province functions with a 2/3 majority vote in the affirmative by those present and in good standing.


Section Three. Financial Obligation. Any motion that imposes financial obligation on individual chapters shall be approved by unanimous consent of the chapter. Unanimous consent is defined as the full majority of voting PCR's from each chapter.

 Article VI

Amendments

Section One. Notification. All proposed Amendments to the Council Bylaws shall be published to the chapters, colonies, and Council Officers at least two weeks prior to the next Council meeting.


Section Two. Submission.  Amendments to the Council Bylaws must be in writing upon submission at the meeting.


Section Three. Ratification. Amendments to the Council Bylaws shall require a two-thirds majority vote in the affirmative to be ratified.


Section Four. The Council Bylaws shall be reviewed at each Province 20 Council meeting directly following a National Assembly.
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
